The six smoke-free, co-ed
residence halls located in the
heart of Cal U's main campus
get high marks from both
students and parents. All units
are more spacious than the
average “dorm room,” with air conditioning, carpeting,
personal mailboxes, cable TV hookups and free high-speed
Internet access. Most students share a bathroom with only
one other person, and never more than three others. Each
room is furnished with contemporary, moveable furniture,
including beds, desks, chairs, nightstands and bookshelves.
Many suites include a completely furnished living room area,
giving you plenty of room to hang out.

Each residence hall is equipped with a computer lab, community
room, TV area with large-screen TV and DVD player, a full kitchen,
game area and vending machines.

On-campus housing is not guaranteed for everyone. A majority of on-campus space is reserved
for incoming first-year students, who are assigned on a first come, first served basis. Each year,
a percentage of the space is set aside for upperclassmen. When demand exceeds available space,
a lottery is held to determine who can contract for on-campus housing.
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
